40 points: Choose 1
(minimum 1 page typed no larger than 14 font)

Choose 2 mushers that you believe will finish
in the top 10 in the 2013 Iditarod and give a
brief biography of each musher.

Choose 2 Jr. Iditaord mushers, read their
bios and write a musher bio poem for each
one.

List the types of terrain the mushers will cover
throughout the race and briefly explain how
this terrain affects the race.

Create a diagram of the dogs and sled.
Label the each part of the dog sled and the
positions of the dog team and explain their
purpose.

Write
down the date and time the first musher went
through the final checkpoint and date and
time the last musher went through the final
checkpoint then write down the amount of
time that elapsed between the two.
